West Virginia will: develop an electronic exchange through 
NEICE for the first time and fund the ongoing operating fees 
associated with NEICE. The goals for the project are (1) 
activate WV’s electronic case-processing system to 
expedite interstate placement of children in foster, 
guardianship or adoptive homes in conjunction with NEICE 
and (2) improve the overall efficiency and effectiveness in 
the administration of WV’s ICPC. As lead agency, the 
Bureau for Children and Families (BCF) provides an 
accessible, integrated, comprehensive quality service 
system for WV’s children, families, and adults to help them 
achieve maximum potential and improve their quality of 
life. 
 
Expected Outcomes 
NEICE will create an overall more efficient process for the 
accomplishment of ICPC activities. In particular, the issue 
of timely completion of in-state and out-of-state home 
studies would improve through creating an automated 
tracking system. Second, integration with NEICE will 
improve WV’s ability to track the timeliness of achieving 
permanency for a child in a cross-jurisdictional placement. 
Third, implementing NEICE is an opportunity for WV to 
educate and train all BCF staff, both in the state office and 
in counties, on the importance of ICPC, its purpose and 
process, and the role NEICE will play in facilitating the 
placement of children across state boundaries. Fourth, 
NEICE will improve coordination and communication 
between DHHR Bureaus when a child is placed out-of-state 
and when a child is placed in WV from another jurisdiction.
